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Der Apollontempel von Sura: Zeuge eines
Tsunami

Abstract

The temple, originally standing immediately on the coast near a curious fish-oracle, was ap-
parently destroyed by a tsunami, leaving only the rear part standing upright. The graffiti on the
inside of the walls were certainly written afterwards, one of them in 88 BC, maybe shortly after
the catastrophe (not otherwise attested). As far as they are readable, none of them are directed to
Apollo or mention his oracle, but three are directed to the god Sozon, one to the Rhodian Zeus
Atabyrios, neither otherwise attested for Lycia. They are therefore the testimonies of tourists
attracted by the disaster, even into Christian times, as shown by two crosses.

Ozet

Sahil seridinin hemen dibinde, balik-kehaneti olabilecegi diisiiniilen bir yerin yakininda bulunan
tapinak, goriintise gore bir tsunami sonucu yalnizca arka kismi ayakta kalacak sekilde yikild.
I¢ tarafta bulunan duvar grafitileri kesinlikle daha ileri bir tarihte yazilmistir. Bu grafitilerden
biri MO 88de, belki de bu felaketten kisa siire sonra yapilmusti. Bu grafitiler okunabilir kisimlar1
g0z 6ntine alindiginda, hi¢biri Apollona ya da Apollon kahinine atifta bulunmamaktadir. Ancak
bunlarin tigli Tanr1 Sozona, biri Rhodos kokenli Zeus Atabyriosa hitap etmektedir. Bu iki tanr,
buras: disinda Likyada gorillmemektedir. Sonug olarak, bu izler yasanan felaketi gormek isteyen
insanlarin buraya geldiginin, hatta iki adet ha¢tan anlagildig: tizere bu ziyaretlerin Hristiyanlik
zamaninda da devam ettiginin kanitidir.
