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Honorary Inscriptions
for Augustus and his Family from Andriake
(Myra)

Abstract

During the late Hellenistic Period, the Lykians, with great care, tried to show their loyalty to
Caesar. After the assassination of Caesar, the Lykians remained loyal to Octavianus and Mar-
cus Antonius. Apparently, this close relationship continued even when Octavianus became the
first emperor of Rome. They praised Augustus, his friend Agrippa and his family, and erected
statues for them all over Lykia. One of them is in Myra: The Myreans constructed an honorary
monument at the harbor’s entrance in Andriake, where it can be seen by everyone, including
Augustus, his family and close friend Agripppa. In 2009-2010 during the excavations, two new
honorary inscriptions belonging to this monument have been discovered: Gaius the Younger
and Drusus the Younger.

Ozet

Geg Helenistik Donemde Lykialilar Caesara olan sadakatlerini 6zenli bir sekilde gostermeye
calistilar. Caesar’in 6ldiiriilmesinden sonra da Lykialilar Octavianus ve Marcus Antonius’a sadik
kaldilar. Goriiniise gore bu yakin iligki, Octavianus'un Romanin ilk imparatoru oldugunda da
devam etti. Lykialilar Augustus’u, arkadas1 Agrippa’y: ve ailesini tiim Lykiada onurlandirdilar
ve onlar i¢in heykeller diktiler. Bunlardan biri de Myradadir: Myralilar, Andriakedeki limanin
girisinde herkesin gorebilecegi bir yere Augustus, ailesi ve yakin arkadas1 Agrippa i¢in bir anit
inga ettiler. 2009-2010 kazilarinda, bu anita ait iki yeni onur yazit1 kesfedilmistir: Geng Gaius
ve Geng Drusus.
