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Neue Inschriften aus dem Territorium
von Myra: Die Gemeinde der Sybeneis,
ein Peripolion

Abstract

In this paper two new Hellenistic inscriptions from Lycia are published. They were discovered
in the settlement of the Sybeneis, a community (demos) in the territory of Myra. The first text
is a fragment of an honorary decree of the local community which closely resembles another
decree published in 2020. The second text is a list of eleven donors who gave money in a public
subscription (epidosis) which the demos initiated in order to finance defensive measures in
time of war. The onomastics of the list of names is analysed, and the functioning of the epidosis
is explained in the light of parallels from Lycia and elsewhere. In the heading of the list, the
settlement is called a peripolion, a rare term which underlines its importance as a sub-centre
within the territory of the polis. The implications for the history of polis institutions in Lycia
are discussed, and various options to identify the unnamed war are explored.

Ozet

Bu makalede Lykia'dan iki yeni Helenistik yazit yayinlanmaktadir. Yazitlar, Myra egemenlik
alanindaki bir topluluk (dermos) olan Sybeneis yerlesiminde kesfedilmistir. ilk metin, 2020 yilinda
yayinlanan bagka bir kararnameye ¢ok benzeyen, yerel toplulugun bir onur kararnamesine ait
fragmandir. Ikinci metin ise, demos'un savas zamaninda savunma &nlemlerini finanse etmek
icin baglattig1 bir kamu bagist (epidosis) iin para veren on bir bagiscinin listesidir. fsim listesinin
onomastigi analiz edilmis ve Likya ve basgka yerlerdeki paralellikler 151$1nda epidosis'in isleyisi
acitklanmistir. Listenin baginda, yerlesim yeri peripolion olarak adlandirilmistir; bu, polis'in
sinirlari i¢inde bir alt merkez olarak 6nemini vurgulayan nadir bir terimdir.
