Notes

Inscriptiones Asiae Minoris (IAM) aims at annually collecting the Greek and Latin
inscriptions published in various publications in that year. It catalogues inscriptions
with full texts published before January 1st, 2024 and publications that include
reports of new inscriptions without any accompanying text. IJAM uses LAnnée
philologique (APh) for journal abbreviations, but since it does not include all the
journals, the names of those excluded are given in full. The literature information
in small points within square brackets following the bibliographical information of
the inscriptions shows the previous edition(s) that include the fully published texts.
Initials in square brackets before or after the inscriptions, on the other hand, belong
to the editors in epigraphy and indicate the person responsible for “corrections and
additions” (corr. et add.) or explanations. References to the inscriptions given in
IAM should conform the following format: IJAM 8, 2025, 001.

An 0ikovopog is a civic administrator or a manager of private property and could be a free
man or a slave, and the term 1epdg as a noun designates a cult servant who could equally
be of free birth or a slave. In Aizanoi, two iepol are attested so far, one at least of free status,
but since the two men in our inscription bear no father’s names, they should be regarded
as slaves. Given that the second man, whose name is lost, did service in a sanctuary, it may
be assumed that the first one, the oikovépog, was also employed by the sanctuary and not
by the city or in a private household [edd. pr.].

Guidelines for Authors

Scope and Content

Acta Classica Mediterranea is a double-blind peer reviewed international journal
open to problem-oriented original papers that offer new ideas and insights for the
political, socio-economic, cultural aspects of the Graeco-Roman world and its
neighbouring Mediterranean cultures. Geographically, it covers the core areas of
Greek and Roman cultures together with their spheres of interaction, the period
between 10th century BC-AD 564 forming its temporal limits. Acta Classica
Mediterranea accepts papers on subjects related to the disciplines of ancient history,
classical philology, epigraphy, classical archaeology, numismatics and papyrology.
Catalogue-heavy works remain outside the scope of the journal.

Inscriptiones Asiae Minoris: As is known, since the 19th century the epigraphical
material has regularly being published in a variety of journals and monographies
in the western world. In order to overcome the difficulty in following the ever-
increasing number of these publications, periodicals collecting all the available
incriptions began to be published to provide easy access for epigraphists and
historians. In the last 20 years, however, due to the sheer number of inscriptions
discovered every year in excavations and surveys, these periodicals faced with delays,
which, especially in the 2000’s, resulted in a five-year gap between the discoveries
and their commentaries in some cases. Naturally, this causes problems among
the Classicists. Thus, in order to fill this gap at least for Asia Minor, we aspire to
collect and put at the disposal of the researchers the published Greek and Latin
inscriptions of the region.

o The deadline for the articles is November 30th. You may send your papers to
acm.editores@gmail.com.

Format and Evaluation of the Articles

o Articles can be in English, German, French, Italian, Latin and Turkish. After a
preliminary evaluation by the editorial board, articles that fulfill the requirements
will be sent to the referees.

o Each issue of Acta Classica Mediterranea contains only one article in Turkish.

« In case the referee proposes changes and suggestions, writer should indicate
changed sections of their article with a different font colour or marker.

« Articles should contain an English and a Turkish summary each consisting of
at least 300 words and five keywords in English and Turkish.
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Articles should not exceed 20 pages of text and 5 pages of visual material (maps,
photographs, drawings etc.). The text should be written in Minion Pro font with
1,5 spacing and in 11 points. Captions should be given on a separate paper with
their sources indicated. They should be submitted in both Microsoft Word and
PDF format.

The resolution of a visual material should be 300 pixel/inch minimum, its long
side measuring 15 cm. In case of photographs and drawings it should measure
22 cm. Visual materials should not be embedded in another program file (i.e.
Microsoft Word), but should be submitted separately in Adobe Photoshop
TIFF/JPEG format.

Bibliography and Notes

Sources should be given in alphabetical order according to author surnames,
with their respective bibliographical abbreviation followed by full bibliographical
record. It is important that all the works cited in the text should also be listed
in the bibliography.

If the article uses a single edition (Loeb, Teubner etc.) for the ancient sources,
this should be stated in the bibliography; full bibliographical record is not
needed. Any different edition or translation used, however, should have full
bibliographical record placed alphabetically in the bibliography.

Edition numbers should be given in superscript: DOVER 19897 In case of more
than one work in a year by the same author, lower case letters should be added
to the year of publication: $AHIN 2015a, $AHIN 2015b.

Acta Classica Mediterranea klasik Grek-Roma diinyas1 ve bunun kiiltiirel gevresi
iginde yer alan Akdeniz uygarliklar1 hakkinda siyasi, sosyoekonomik, kiiltiirel
konulara sorun odakly; yeni fikirler ve ¢6ziimler 6neren 6zgiin makalelere agik,
yilda bir kez yayimlanan maskeli ¢ift hakemli uluslararas: bir dergidir. Klasik
Grek-Roma uygarliklarinin yayilim ve etkilesim alanlar1 derginin cografi, MO 10.
yiizylldan MS 564 kadar uzanan zaman dilimi de zamansal kapsamini meydana
getirir. Acta Classica Mediterranea Klasik Bilimler alani i¢inde yer alan eskicag tarihi,
klasik filoloji, epigrafi, klasik arkeoloji, nimismatik ve papiroloji disiplinlerinden
makaleler kabul etmektedir. Epigrafi, niimismatik ve klasik arkeoloji alanlarinda
katalog agirlikli caligmalar derginin kapsami diginda kalmaktadir.

Inscriptiones Asiae Minoris: Bilindigi {izere, 19. ylizyildan itibaren epigrafik mal-
zemeler Bat1 diinyasinda birgok farkli dergide ve monografik eserde diizenli olarak
yayimlanmaya baglamistir. Giderek artan bu yayinlar: takip etmenin zorlugundan
otiirii eskigag tarihgileri ve epigraflarin yazitlara kolayca ulagabilmesi i¢in tiim yazit-
lar1 toplayan periyodik yayinlar yayimlanmaya baglanmugtir. ikinci Diinya Savasi ve
sonrasinda kisa bir siire disinda her yil diizenli olarak yayimlanan bu periyodikler
diinyada o yil kesfedilmis tiim Grekge yazitlar: bir sonraki yil yorumlariyla birlikte
yayimlayarak bilim diinyasina sunmaktadir. Ancak son 20 yilda Grek-Roma diinya-
sinda artan kazi ve yiizey aragtirmalarin sonucunda yazitlarin ¢ogalmasi nedeniyle,
bu periyodikler ihtiyaci gecikmelerle karsilayabilmektedir. Ozellikle de 2000’lerin
sonundan itibaren gecikmeli yayimlanmaya baslanmuglar ve son yillarda neredeyse
bu gecikme 5 yila kadar ¢ikmistir. Bu durum biz Klasik Bilimciler i¢in ¢aligmalari-
mizda birtakim zorluklara neden olmaktadir. Dolayisiyla en azindan bu ag1g1 simdilik
Kiigiik Asya i¢in doldurabilmek amaciyla bolgenin Grekge ve Latince yayimlanmig
yazitlarinin toplanarak arastirmacilarin hizmetine sunulmasi amag edinilmistir.

Metin Minion Pro yazi karakterinde, 1,5 satir ara-
likly, 11 punto olarak hazirlanmalidir. Gorsel malzemelerle ilgili agiklamalar,
kaynaklariyla birlikte ayr1 bir sayfada gosterilmelidir. Dergiye gonderilecek
metin Word dosyasi yani sira, PDF formatinda da olmalidir.
